Television as a Medium of Education

Television is o remarkable modern elecironic invention, With it, we can see what is happening
around us many miles away. We also see situations in real life and episodes in books being enacted
on the screen.

As a medium of education, television has an advantage over the radio. We only listen fo ihe
programme over the radio, whereas on television we see the performance as well. The visual impact
gives a deeper impression on the viewers. Learning situations enacted on the screen on television
become more realistic and clearer.

Television is o versatile form of visual aid capable of projecting, in a conventional manner,
whole films or sequences of slides which had previously to be shown by a projector in a large hall.
Well selected sequences from several films or o mixture of slides, photographs and films can be welded
together and integrated into the teaching subjects. Abstract matter is presented in a concrete way.

We gain a great deal of knowledge by watching television. Most of us do not understand well
by mere reading; but by watching television we learn and understand a fact or o situation better.
Television is now being effectively used as o tool in the learning — teaching situation in most advanced
countries. Educational television is now an important part of our school curriculum. Special programmes
have been prepared by experts to fit into the time-table and meet the needs of the pupils of various
streams. Besides producing ¢ deeper and clearer impression on the pupils, these programmes arouse
their interest in the lesson taught. Covering a wide range of topics, they supplement the knowledge
gained from the texi-book.

Some of the programmes supply us with more knowledge of history, geography, science, civics
and so on. They tell us about the people living in other lands, their cultures, religions, customs,
languages, festivals and mode of life. Occasionally we have plays by Shakespeare, which help us
to understand and appreciate literature. Other programmes aim at the appreciation of music, art and
so on. During the week-end, Television Singupura has its production of ‘T.V. News Magazine', which
brings us current news. There is also a special ‘Woman’s World' item for housewives dealing with
domestic science, child-care and home-economy. The programme ‘English for Everyone' provides an

interesting and effective way of learning Englishas a second language with a back-ground story.

To cater for larger andiences the mass media, radio and television, apart from printed materials,
are being used. Television is an economical, simple, time-saving teaching device. Through television «
teacher can lecture to hundreds or even thousands of students simultaneously. In advanced countries
like America television is made use of as a medium for medical students to learn the technique of
surgery. These students watch operations in progress on television. This method replaces the old one
of learning by gathering around the operating table. A greater number of students can benefit from
the observation of the operation on television. In Australia children who are living in remote and
secluded farms learn their lessons through television. For these children the class-room has been brought
to their doorstep with the help of television.

Educationa!l television has become so popular that some ieachers take it for granted just as
they do the text-book. However, educational television is not meant to replace the teacher or the
text-book, but to help make the learning-teaching situation more effective. Teachers taking educational
television classes should get to know the programmes well in advance of transmission with the help of
‘Notes for the teacher. It would be ideal if they could have o pre-view of the programme to be
transmitted. The pupils should also be prepared for each educational television lesson. For instance, in
learning a cerfain sentence pattern, the pupils should be told before hand to pay atention to that
parficular  sentence pattern during the transmission. There should also be followup work for each
session so that the pupils may consolidate what has been learnt. The follow-up work includes written
work, further oral exercises and so on. The attitude of the teacher fo the programme is very important.
Most children will take their cue from their teacher’s attitude. If a teacher is indifferent to the programme,

he cannot expeci the pupils to be keen in it

To be effective educational television programmes should be carefully prepared, assessed regu-
larly and revised accordingly. All teachers taking educational television classes should go for «
briefing session on the function of educational felevision. Opportunities should be available for some
of them to go abroad for training. The success ofeducational television depends on the co-operation
hetween the teachers and the broadcasters, on well prepared programmes and on adequate facilities

and equipment.
