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A Speech on “The Generation Gap”

Principal, honourable judges, teachers and
friends. To-day I wish to talk about “The
Generation Gap”.

The generation gap is a matter that concerns
us and our parents. It is the outcome of a con-
flict of ideas and values and misunderstanding
between the younger and the older generations.
Older people tend to adhere to customs and tra-
ditions and are reluctant to accept radical changes.
Many of them do not accept the point of view
of their children, and any attempt by the latter
to break away from conventional behaviour
patterns and ideas is looked upon as open
rebellion. For instance, they are sceptical about
and disapprove of the hair-style, the apparel, the
behaviour and other things concerning the new
generation. They even insist that their children
should follow their footsteps by behaving and
thinking in the same way as they themselves had
been taught to behave and think ages ago. They
do not realise that their own out-dated modes of
behaviour patterns, and trends of thought are
not in keeping with the changing world. The
younger generation, on the other hand, are an-
xious to keep up with the times and break away
from ideas and things which they consider to be
old-fashioned. Any anthority exerted on them by
the older generation is considered infringing upon
their freedom. The government clamp on long
hair is an example.

The generation gap is also due to the dis-
integration of close knit family patterns. In other
words, family ties are not as close and binding as
they used to be. Parents to-day are in danger of
losing a hold on their off-springs, who are be-
coming more and more independent in thoughts
and behaviour patterns.

The generation gap results in lack of com-
munication between the two generations. When
there is a lack of dialogne between them, greater
misunderstanding and conflict will arise. As a
resu]t, parents and children are separated and
indifferent to one another. In some cases, the
lack of love between parent and child has deve-
loped into hatred. Very often the children of such
families do not approach their parents when they
have any problems. Instead, they turn to their
friends, who may be a bad influence. This is the
reason why some children are led astray.

The generation gap must be bridged so that
there will be closer and more friendly contact
between the two generations. Parents should be
ready to listen to the grievances of their children
and help them solve their problems. They should
be able to win over the confidence of their
children and show a keen interest in their well-
being, like keeping an eye on the company they
keep, how they spend their spare time and so
on. They must also accept some of the points of
view of their children and allow them a certain
amount of freedom. There is a need for them
to read just their ideals, attitudes and values in
line with the changing world.

Now, what atout the younger generation?
Very often, parents are blamed for creating the
generation gap. We make demands and claim for
our rights and privileges. But we never realise
that perhaps we are as much to be blamed as
our parents for the generation gap. Are we res-
ponsible for the gap and what have we done to
bridge it?

In my opinion, parents with years of ex-
perience behind them are the best advisers, there-
fore they should be respected and their advice
heeded. We must always approach our parents
for advice and guidance. If we bring our pro-
blems to our parents, I am sure they will be
willing to help us. However, it doesn’t mean that
parents’ advice must always be followed. It
should serve only as a guide. We are to make
our own decisions and run our own lives. We
need to show our appreciation and love for our
parents. For instance, how many of us do greet
our parents in the morning? We don’t do it not
because we mean to be rude, but it is because
youngsters, in genera], don’t do it any more. It
is one of the things we have taken for granted.
Do we realise that even a simple greeting could
be the best gesture of family warmth?

If parents and children are willing to co-
operate and come to a compromise, there will
be mutual understanding and closer relationships
between them. When there is constant dialogne
between parents and children, the generation gap
will disappear.

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Family Planning

Nowadays population explosion is one of the
most important problems in developed countries
like Japan and in developing countries like
Singapore. It has created many social and econo-
mical problems like housing, education, un-
employment, food shortage and others. It is the
responsibility of all the people in the world to
control the population growth. To achieve this
aim, family planning is the answer.

Our country, Singapore, is a small country
with an area of only two hundred and twenty-
six square miles. The increase of land area is not
at the same rate as the increase of population.
Consequent]y, our country will become a crowded
country with a large population in the near
future if steps are not taken to check the
population growth. Over-population poses a threat
to the very survival of the individual and that of
the state. That is why it is vital to control the
population growth by promoting family planning.

Family planning is concerned not only with
the control over the number of children a couple
wants but also with planning the spacing of the
arrival of these children. Family planning has
three meanings. For those husbands and wives
who have already got the number of children
they wish to have, family planning means putting
a stop to the bearing of babies. Most couples who
have just got married begin to plan their family
size according to their budget. They may not
wish to have any children in the first few years
after their marriage. Such couples wou]d then
turn to family planning. For those husbands and
wives who get married when they are mature
enough in their minds and have a steady income
to support a small family, then they can have

the first child before planning their family.

A small family has many advantages. In a
small family, it is easier for the parents to look
after their children, who may have better food,
better education, better surrounding and so on.
In others words, they can have a better deal in
life, because their parents can afford to provide
them with the amenities and comforts of life be-
sides the necessities, With less children to look
after, the mother will be a healthier mother, cap-
able of discharging her duties to the home. On
the contrary, a mother whose health is adversely
affected by the strain of constant child-bearing
and the burden of doing household chores will be
sickly and weak. How can she be expected to

carry out the duties of a wife and mother?

Our government has been introducing family
planning to the public since 1966. The Family
Planning and Population Board was set up in
that year. According to government statistics, it
has effectively reduced the rate of population
growth from 28.6 per thousand of people in 1966
to 22.1 per thousand in 1970. Young couples may
seek free medical advice on family planning from

any one of the many clinics scattered all over
Singapore. ther policies have been adopted
through the law to promote family planning. For
instance, a woman who bears the first baby in
a government hospita] will be charged a fee of
only ten dollars, the second baby twenty dollars
and the third baby fifty dollars. A mother who
has more than three children will be charged a
fee of a hundred and ten dollars when each baby
is born, and if she is in the government service,
she is not entitled to any maternity leave.

In conjunction with the Family Planning
and Population Board, the Singapore Family
Planning Association, which is a private organi-
zation, has adopted positive steps to encourage
the people to accept family planning. For this
purpose, exhibitions, talks and so on are regularly
held. A “Family Planning Exhibition was held
at the Singapore Conference Hall on the 20th
of July 1972. Besides the exhibition, there were
debates, speech and essay contests, film shows and
others. A]l these help to enlighten the public,
especially the ignorant ones, and break down
public prejudice against family planning.

However, the public should not think that
controlling the population growth is the job of
the government. They also have a part to play.
The public must be made aware and the measures
to be adopted through mass media like television
and the radio. They should be advised to stop
at two. Those people who have a wrong attitude
should a]so be encouraged to change their atti-
tude. For instance, the chinese people used to
measure the happiness and prosperity of a person
in terms of his family size, such an attitude is
not suitable in a modern society like Singapore.
In Singapore the control of population growth
is a condition for survival. Unless the people are
prepared to accept family planning, all the efforts
of the government and the private sector to im-
prove the standard of living of the people will be
in vain.

A recent survey was conducted at the
Kandang Kerbau Hospita] to find out why an
estimated 10,000 “hard-core” women in Singapore
were anti-family planning. It was sponsored by
the Singapore Family Planning Association with
the approval of the Singapore Family Planning
and Population Board. Some people reject family
planning because they are ignorant; others are
prejudiced against it. Certain religious groups are
opposed to family planning. Fortunately, these
people have now adopted a more liberal attitude
towards family planning.

In conclusion, with encouragement and in-
centive from the government and co-operation of
the public, family planning will be a success in
Singapore.

The Bus Workers’ Safety and Courtesy Campaign

The month-long “Bus Workers’ Safety and Courtesy Campaign” was launched on 22nd
September this year. This was the first mass campaign of great importance aimed at improving

the bus services since the reorganisation of the public transport system in April 1971.

After the reorganisation, more new buses were put into service, thereby providing bus-

commuters with better service.

However, there were still numberous complaints in: the Readers’ Columns in the news-
papers against the bus service: such as irregular and unbalanced frequencies, bad attitude of the

conductors and refusal of bus-drivers to stop at request stops and so on.

Since the bus transport is at present the most important means of public transport in

Singapore, it is important to maintain safety and courtesy in this servics,

It was learnt that the recent campaign launched jointly by the bus companies had the
following five objectives:— (1) To promote the safety of the bus service; (2) To improve the
bus service; (3) To provide a better and more courteous service; (4) To provide a more efficient

service; (5) To make bus travel more comfortable.

It is the duty of the bus-workers to offer careful and courteous service to the bus-com-
muters, particular old people, women folks and children. As for the commuters, they must also
pay adequate bus-fare and co-operate with the bus-workers. The bus companies should also pay

attention to the welfare of their workers and the safety and comfort of the commuters.

Safety and courtesy will not only improve the public transport system in Singapore and
provide the travelling public with a more comfortable means of transport, but will also have a
great impact on the mental attitude of the entire population in Singapore. This is because since
half of Singapore’s population are frequent bus-commuters, the safety and courtesy which they

enjoy in the bus service will no doubt spread to other spheres of their daily life.

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Juvenile Delinqueney

A modern, sophisticated society is often
playued by juvenile delinquency, which is a
serious social ill. Juvenile delinquency ranges
from minor offences such as smoking, gambling
and running away from home to serious crimes
like armed robbery, murder, kidnap, extortion
and so on. Young delinquents normally turn to
crimes in later life, therefore to prevent crimes,
the problem of juvenile delinquency should first
be solved. In my opinion, parents, teachers and
the authorities concerned can help by finding out
the problems of youths, tracing the causes of
juvenile delinquency and helping young delin-
quents to turn over a new leaf.

The home, especially parents, has a great in-
fluence on the character of children. Many of the
young de]inquents come from poor families. Their
parents, who are mostly uneducated, are normally
too busy trying to eke out a living to attend to
the up-bringing of their children. As a result, the
neglected children become an easy prey to bad
influence. Some well-off parents are preoccupied
with their interests; others are indifferent towards
the well-being of their children. Broken homes
are also responsible for driving children towards
delinquency. Children whose parents are either
separated or divorced feel insecurs and unhappy,
because they are lack of family love and warmth.
Such children often become problem children. To
prevent children from going astray, parents
should pay more attention to the upbringing and
welfare of their children.

Home discipline is important in eliminating
juvenile delinquency. Many parents have failed
in carrying out their duties. For instance, over-
protective parents are always acting on behalf of
their children. Consequently, the latter are not
self-reliant and are unable to cope with their own
problems realistically. Children of over-indulgent
parents will become dis-respectful and undisci-
plined. Domineering parents force their children
to do as they are told. Unfortunately, the reaction
is either meek submission or open rebellion. In
view of this, parents should adopt the right
attitude. They must be firm but understanding.
They should show an interest in the we]fare of
their children and set good examples.

The generation gap is a serious social pro-
blem involving youth and adult relationship. It
is mainly due to a conflict of ideals and values
between the two generations. Because of lack of
communication between them, children do not
confide their problems in their parents, Instead,
they approach their friends, who may give them
wrong advice. That is why the generation gap
must be bridged with mutual understanding and
trust. Children with problems should seek the
he]p of their parents, who must listen to these
problems and help to solve them.

Teachers also play an important role in the
upbringing of children. Besides imparting know-
ledge, it is their job to teach the students how
to behave and help them acquire moral values.

It is wrong for parents to think that once they
send their children to school, their responsibility
is passed on to the teacher. Both parties need to
co-operate and help their children, especially pro-
blem children. Nowadays under our educational
System, great emphasis is placed on examinations
and the grades obtained. Consequently, many
pupils who fail to make the grade are emotionally
upset owing to the tension from the pressure of
studies. These drop-outs from school will end up
as “misfits” in society. The remedy is to revise
the educational system in such a way that each
individual student will be allowed to proceed
at his own rate. There is also the need for a
counselling body in schoo] consisting of a doctor,
a psychiatrist, a social worker and a few teachers.
The function of the body is to help children solve
their problems and thereby prevent them from
going astray.

The faults of society also contribute towards
juvenile delinquency. For instance, the violence
from cinema and television screens has a bad in-
fluence on young people, who may worship and
imitate the villain portrayed on the screen. Yellow
culture is another bad influence, which perverts
young minds. It is the duty of the authorities
concerned to eliminate these bad influences.

Juvenile delinquency is partly attributed to
illiteracy. An uneducated person is more sus-
ceptible to bad influence. Moreover, he will find
it hard to survive in modern society. This is the
reason why all children must be sent to school to
acquire knowledge and learn moral values so that
they may be prepared for their future role in
society. Unemployment also forces young people
towards crime. To solve the problem of un-
employment, job opportunities need to be created,
and at the same time training facilities for various
types of jobs should be made available to young
people.

Many young people go astray because they
have not been trained to make proper use of their
spare time. When they feel bored, they tend to
seek for any form of excitement such as drug-
taking. To keep children occupied and away from
bad company, we should encourage them to
develop an interest in useful pursuits like reading
and sports and games.

Young people who have already gone astray
need as much attention. They must be given a
chance and helped to reform and rehabilitate in
a reform school. In such a school they receive
character training and learn certain skills so that
they may be fit for certain types of employment
when they have served their term in the reform
school. However, it is important for society to
society to accept these reformed youngsters. If
they feel that they are rejected by society, they
may return to crime.

In conclusion, juvenile delinquency can be
eliminated if the above steps are adopted.

The primary function of drugs is meant for
medical purposes. Some drugs are pain-killers;
others like sleeping pills are prescribed for
patients who suffer from insomnia. People under
mental strain and with nervous breakdowns need
tranquillizers. Unfortunately, nowadays drugs
have been abused, especially by young people
who follow the hippie cult. The number of drug
addicts is increasing at an alarming rate, and
drug trafficking is being exploited by world
syndicates involving millions of dollars. In view
of this, it is important to tackle the problem
immediately before it becomes unmanageable.

There are different types of drugs ranging
from mild ones like sleeping pills and pep pills
to the more serious ones like marijuana, heroin
and LSD.

Some young people take to drugs because of
boredom. They have plenty of leisure hours, but,
unfortunately, they are not trained to make good
use of their spare time. They do not develop an
interest in any meaningful activity. These young-
sters have a tendency to seek for excitement by
taking drugs. To them it is the only way to
escape from boredom. In some cases, young
people become drug addicts because of frustration.
They are frustrated and unhappy for various
reasons, such as unhappy love, unhappy home
background, lack of parental love, failure in
school and job performance and so on. Some of
them have failed to catch up with the “rat race”.
Some do it to be with the “in” group. They feel
that if they do not follow the trend of their
companions who take to drugs, they wi]l be the
“outsiders”. In other words, they hope to identify
themselves with the “group” by doing what the
others have been doing. There are still others
who become addicted to drugs to escape from
reality. These young people are normally not
satisfied with their life, their homes, society and
so on. They have no courage to face up to reality
and are unable to adjust themselves to their
surrounding.

To solve the problem of drug-abuse, talks,
discussions, seminars and forums should be held
regularly to make our young rea]ise the dangers
of drug-abuse. Film shows, programmes on
television and the radio and other mass media
are also effective measures. By introducing civics
subjects in school, children can be taught moral
values. In this way, they will be able to differen-
tiate between right and wrong and will not be

easily influenced by bad company and bad trends
from Western countries. At the same time, they
should be encouraged to take up constructive and
meaningful pursuits during their leisure hours.
For instance, in doing socia] work, they are not
only kept busy during their spare time but also
made aware of their social responsibilities.

Parents and teachers have an important part
to play in the fight against drug-abuse. They must
be understanding and sympathetic and ready to
help their children solve their problems. There is
a need to set up in school a counselling body
consisting of a doctor, a psychiatrist, a social
worker and a few teachers. Pupils with problems
may then approach them for advice and help.
It would also be desirable to have similar bodies
set up in community centres to cater for misguided
youths of the various districts. At home there
should be stricter parental control. In other
words, parents should keep an eye on their
children’s activities, interests and so on. The
generation gap should be bridged so that a closer
parent-child relationship may be built up.

There is a danger of Singapore becoming
the main outlet for drug trafficking in South East
Asia after the withdrawal of the American troops
from Vietnam. The precaution to be taken is to
have stricter control over drug trafficking and
heavier penalties for drug offence. The Central
Narcotics Bureau has been set up to deal with
this problem. An Anti-Narcotics Information
Centre has been established to help in the cam-
paign against drug-abuse. Its aim is to collect
and maintain all useful and relevant information
and publicise materials from all over the world
on the subject of drug abuse and addiction. This
will keep the putlic informed of the drug menace.

Those who have already become drug addicts
should not be over-Jooked. In fact, they deserve
greater attention and help. They should be sent
to special centres for treatment to get rid of their
bad habit. Rehabilitation for these drug addicts
is equally important. At the Centre, they need
to be taught certain skills so that they may find
employment after being discharged from the
centre and thereby adjust themselves to a new
way of life. At the same time, society should be
prepared to accept these ex-drug addicts. If the
latter feel that they are shunned by society, they
may revert to their old habit of drug-taking.

Every one in society has a duty to help pre-
vent our young from becoming drug addicts. The
government of Singapore has already instituted
plans and taken action to deal with the problem
of drug abuse and drug trafficking. It is up to the
people to help bring the drug menace under
control.
