 UP, UP AND AWAY

It was 5th. June, 1976. The thrill of being high up among the clouds hailed the majority of the
thirty-five members - they were on their way to North Sumatra, Indonesia on a study tour ---- to the Paya
Lebar Airport by half past seven in the morning. Besides, for them, a maiden flight out of the country
caused added excitement.

On arriving safe and sound at Polonia Airport, Medan, after an hour’s flight we went through the
normal Customs check. Then we were packed into two spacious mini buses and we were off to our
destination --- the well - known Lake Toba.

The immense green caught our attention. The vast stretches of palm-oil plantation, rice fields, tea
estates, clove small-holdings and rub rubber plots were unbelievable for us who came from a small city state.
Also, the tropical forests were a source of much wonder. Nature enthusiasts searched for typical floral and
fauna. We were given the opportunity to take a closer look at the cultivated crops.

But we fell in love with the beauty of the natural landscape. Lake Toba itself was a breathtaking
sight. The clear, tranquil waters of the crater lakewere most inviting for a peaceful and relaxing holiday.
A few evenings by the lakeside hotel was heavenly. Those who fancied outdoor life paddled boats in the
lake instead of taking a siesta. The sparsely populated mountains and the lake were sufficient for a
pinturesque scenery. We envied our neighbour.

To prepare our students for an ardous escent of Si Bayak (a dormant volcano, 2500 metres above
sea-level) we organised a climb up Bukit Ayam in Parapat. For first-timers it was indeed taxing although
the hill was only 800 metres in altitude. However it was a good introduction to mountain-climbing. It
did discourage many from wanting to climb Si Bayak, but after some thought all were determined not to
miss THE event of the tour ..... even though it meant getting up at the unearthly hour of 2.30a.m.!

It had poured cats and dogs the previous night. We started at a village at the foot of Si Bayak. In
pitch. darkness the only source of light was from torches made of bamboo stuffed with kerosene-soaked
rags. The steep, Slippery ground did not make our climb easy. We clung onto tremendously huge roots of
trees and caught hold of bushes to keep our balance. Inexperienced and exhausted we nevertheless made it
to the peak. Hurray! But......... we missed the glorious sunrise scene from the peak. Anyway, the
commanding view of the surrounding lowlands and highlands was most fascinating. We admired the crater
with its mud pools, steaming hot pools and sulphur ejects from amidst the massive columns of solid rock.
The students of Geography examined the physical features very closely. Geography came to life!

The descent was a harder task. Loose rocks and stones rumbled downslope below our feet.
The wet ground had turned muddy and unreliable after the earlier stampede uphill. A few fell. Some
decided to slide down on their bottoms. On the whole it was great fun to emerge from the forest dog -
tired and covered with mud all over.

More to the study tour was a visit to Samosir Island, which is situated in the middle of Lake Toba.
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Rich in Batak history it was a must in any Lake Toba itinerary. Tomok offered traditional Batak dwellings
and tombs of former tribal kings under the hariara trees. Our courier, Ratna, related the story of an
interesting tomb of a king whose unfortunate love affair with a witch doctor’s daughter ended in tragedy.
We also saw the Patong Batu (stone statues) which included several figures ranging from royalty to the
commoner in a solemn ceremony praying for rain.

At Ambrita we were brought within the walls of a former Batak village. In front of the king’s abode
was a platform on which were stone stone tables and seats. Here the king and his advisers met and discuss
important issues and make decisions. Adjacent to the walled village, just outside the confines of the walls,
was a place of execution. They executed thieves, spies, adulterers and offenders of their social code of
conduct. Being cannibals, they ate the human flesh and drank the blood. Women were fortunate enough
to be spared the torture.

Less ghastly and more enjoyable was the Batak cultural show. The songs were pleasing to the ear
but the musical accompaniment to the the various Batak dances put a few to sleep. The final item in which
the audience joined in the dances was a lively finish to the show.

Included in the tour were visits to schools. At Parapat, we visited the S.D. No. 2 and the SMP, a
primary and a secondary school respectively. At the S.D. No.2 we were given a warm welcome in spite of
the fact that there was no prior arrangement. One class sang for us a few Indonesian songs. We were greatly
impressed by the harmonious singing. However ath the SMP the June examinations were in progress; and
we were allowed a few minutes to take a quick look round the school of several classrooms. At the
Perguruan Methodis in Medan we spent a pleasant morning. We met secondary. schoo! students of all levels
and even witnessed a mass drill.

There were food galore to taste. We had generous servings of gado-gado, petir udang and other dishes
at Permatang Siantar. Whilst in Medan we had soto, Indonesian satay and curry for lunch. Chillies appeared
to be the common ingredient in the dishes. As a farewell dinner we were treated to a Chinese meal at a
Chinese Restaurant in Medan.

Many enjoyed the shopping sprees in Medan and Parapat. They collected numerous souvenirs and
gifts to take home as proof of their visit to North Sumatra.

After two hectic days in Medan we packed for home. Unfortunately the flight was delayed. The
long wait without lunch at the airport was one factor that made us yearn for the comforts of home. It was
great joy when the place touched down. We were really glad to be on home ground.

The chapter on our study tour of North Sumatra, Indonesia closed on a happy note.

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USE YOUR HANDS

The young people of Singapore have been taken to task for many things of late: drug-abuse, imitating
Western fads, being disrespectful to their elders, showing lack of social consciousness and so on. Perhaps
the most persistent and certainly the most serious criticism levelled against them is their generai reluctance
to “soil their hands.”

Not having been taught to appreciate manual labour, many of our young people develop the wrong
job attitude. They are choosy about jobs. In fact, some even prefer to remain unemployed while waiting
for softer and cleaner jobs, which do not require dirtying their hands and clothes. Because of this, we have
to depend mainly on imported labour, especially in the building, construction, ship-building and ship-
repairing industries. About 70% of these workers are work permit holders.

Such a trend, if left unchecked, can spell disaster to our economic development, which is dependent
on our young work force. Something drastic has to be done immediately to correct this attitude of our
youth towards manual work. To be self-reliant, we must train our young people to hold the key jobs in our
industries.

The attitude of our young people towards doing manual work is influenced by their parents and
other members of their family, their friends and their neighbours. The attitude of principals and teachers
can also influence young minds.

In order to help our young people appreciate labour and cultivate the right job attitude, a week long
“Use Your Hands” Campaign was launched in last June. The Campaign was declared open at the National
Theatre on 6th June by our Prime Minister, Mr. Lee Kuan Yew. At the Opening Ceremony Mr. Lee said,
"“Dirtying one’s hands, sweating and soiling one’s clothes are good for the body and soul, and more
important, for our economy”.

Cabinet Ministers, Civil servants, school principals, teachers, pupils and the general public were
involved in the Campaign. In school the campaign activities included cleaning up and beautifying the school
building and the surrounding, essay contests, talks and so on. The idea is to encourage our young people
touse their hands.

However, the wrong attitude towards manual labour cannot be changed overnight with only one
campaign. Even when the campaign is over ,we should continuously strive to inculcate the right attitude
in our young people and encourage them to use their hands. Of course, in the end, it is the young people
and encourage them to use their hands. Of course, in the end, it is the young people themselves who
have to make great efforts to change their attitude towards manual work. They must be willing to use
their hands at all times.

A SPEECH ON CORPORAL PUNISHMENT IN SCHOOL

Honourable judges, principal, teachers and friends. To-day | would like to talk on “Corporal
Punishment in School”.

Corperal phnishment in school has been a controversal issue involving teachers, parents, the Ministry
of Education and the general public. The right of the teacher to cane erring students has been questioned
again and again. To date there has been no definite answer to the question.

There are different school of thought with conflicting views on the subject: One school of thought
with conflicting views on the subject: One school of thought advocates the use of the cane as a deterrent
against student misbehaviour, such as flouting of school rules. *‘Spare the rod and spoil the child” is their
argument. Another school of thought argues that physical punishment does not make a child mend his
ways. On the contrary, the child becomes embittered against his parents, teachers and society. He loses
his self-respect as he feels that he has been disgraced in front of the class. Persuasion and advice can
achieve better results than caning because a wayward child will respond to only love and warmth.

According to a recent report of the Committee on Crime and Delinquency, many juvenile and adult
offenders come from homes where parental discipline is lax. The Committee recommends stricter discipline
at home and in the school where caning by the teachers should be allowed.

Teachers whose reactions to the caning proposal were sought by the Straits Times said that many
students were becoming unmanageable and disobedient because they knew that they could not be
“touched” by their teacher. For this reason many teachers welcomed the proposal of caning in the
classroom.

However, there is always the danger of the teacher abusing the power to inflict corporal punishment
on his students. He may use the cane indiscriminately and without justification; or he may cause serious
bodily injury. To prevent this, the Ministry of Education has laid down certain conditions. Although
caning is allowed in school, it must be justified. Only the principal, the senior assistant and teachers
authorized by the principal have the right to cane a student. A witness must be present at the time of the
caning and the matter recorded. At the same time the parents of the student must be informed and warned
that if the student repeats the offence in future, he will be either suspended or expelled from school.

Corporal punishment should be the last resort in the classroom. When a child persists in flouting the
school rules, the teacher should try and find out the reason for such behaviour and then persuade the child
will listen to the advice of his teacher. Of course, there are students who are incorrigible and who deserve a
good caning. However, the cane should be resorted to only when all else has failed.

In my opinion, teachers should be vested with the power to administer corporal punishment in the
classroom, but such power must not be abused. Thank you!

HOW CAN ROAD ACCIDENTS BE PREVENTED?

We read in the newspaper about a considerable number of road accidents every day. According to
police reports, most of the road accidents are caused by road congestion, poor road-manners of drivers and
pedestrians, poor road facilities, hawkers and parking problems and public transport. To prevent road
accidents, there should be an efficient transport system.

The increase in the number of vehicles causes our roads to become congested during the peak hours.
Traffic jams result in delays and road accidents. To solve this problem, the government must build many
wide roads and widen the narrow roads. The busy roads should be converted into the one-way traffic
system. Move fly overs and proper traffic light systems are required to ease the flow of traffic. To discourage
car ownership, the government has increased the road tax and the tax on petrol and imported cars. The
Area Licensing Scheme has been implemented to restrict the flow of traffic into the Central Business
District during the peak hours in the morning. But cars carrying four passengers will be exempted from
paying the area licence. It is meant to encourage the public to travel by bus and leave their cars in the
house to reduce traffic jams. They are also encouraged to form car pools. However, the long term solution
to the problem of road congestion is to build the M.R.T. (Mass Rapid Transit) system. The feasibility of
undertaking such a costly project is still under consideration.

Another cause of road accidents is lack of parking space in the city area. To solve the problem, the
government must build many muiti-storey and underground car parks. One of the conditions for the
builciing of new multi-storey complex in the city area is the provision of adequate parking facilities. To
prevent hawkers from abstructing the traffic, it is necessary to build hawker centres so that the hawkers
may not obstruct the flow of traffic.

The public transport service is another cause of road accidents. Many of the buses are quite old and
often break down on the road thereby obstructing the traffic. Therefore the S.B.S. should provide more
new buses to replace the oid ones. There should also be more bus trips at regular intervals.

Road accidents are also caused by poor road manners on the part of the road-users. One main cause
of road accidents is carelessness and the indifferent attitude of drivers and pedestrians towards traffic rules.
For example, some reckless drivers tend to speed on the road thereby endangering their own lives as well as
those of other road-users. Other drivers hop from one lane to another without any regards for lane dis-
cipline. If we hope to reduce road accidents, drivers should not drive when they are drunk, in a bad temper,
depressed or worried. They must always be on the alert and be cautious. Pedestrians should always make
use of the pavements, overhead bridges and other safety facilities.

To prevent road accidents the traffic laws should be strictly enforced, such as imposing heavier
penalties for traffic offences. The Point Demerit System is effective in readucing road accidents. Campaigns
like the recent “Lane Discipline” campaign should be held to drive home the importance of road safety.
It is also important to make use of the various forms of mass media like the press, the radio, television and
the cinema to educate the public on road safety.

In conclusion, if we can achieve these objectives, we can prevent road accidents.
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UNEMPLOYMENT

Nowadays many countries in the world are facing the problem of economic collapse as recession sets
in resulting in large scale unemployment. Uncertainty, fear and in many instances hunger and deprivation
follow in the wake of unemployment, particularly during severe and prolonged depressions. In order to
establish a stable economy, we must first find out the causes of unemployment and try to solve the problem

Sacial security measures including public assistance may create the problem of unemployment. Most
people because of their own pride would rather work than live on public charity, but a minority may be
without any pride or may have had their spirit broken by prolonged unemployment. If they can get nearly
as much in unemployment benefits as they can by working, they will not make any great effort to look for
a job.

Many forms of unemployment are governed by factors, such as fashions and seasons which affect the
trade in holiday resorts, agriculture, fishing, outdoor construction and so on. At any time the problem  of
unemployment may arise owing to the passing of the season or the fashion.

When labour is employed on a day-to-day basis as in the case of the building trade and the catering
trade, work may not be regular. There may be certain periods during which there is no demand for a certain
type of work. Longshoremen become unemployed if ships are delayed by bad weather etc.

Unemployment may occur as a result of the immobility of labour. Any factor which inhibits the
geographical or occupational transference of unemployed manpower into vacant jobs results in frictional
unemployment. There may be lack of communication between workers and employers. There may be
difficulties in retraining for new jobs or there may be difficulties in moving homes and families from familiar
surroundings.

A radical change in the methods of production of an industry, which enables fewer workers to
produce the same output through mechanization of all the operations will also create the problem of
unemplioyment.

Any country depending entirely on international trade is particularly vulnerable to unemployment
brought about by a falling off in the volume of exports.

The most important type of unemployment is due to a decline in the demand for the products
of certain industries. The situation is sometimes so serious that it affects the economic structure of the
country. Any such overall decline in employment throughout entire industries may be cyclinical. For
instance, a spell of high activity in specific capital goods industries may be followed by a period of low
production activity owing to a general fall-off in demand during a cyclical business recession.

We can tackle the unemployment problem first by increasing the demand for labour and secondly
by training, informing and directing different types of labour, skilled and unskilled, to meet the requirements

of different industries and economic activities.

To increase the demand for labour, we can encourage investment both public and private. The
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opening of more new industries and new land for producing goods and for farming respectively will require
more labour. Since acquiring markets is the most important pre-requisite for production, our industries
will fail unless we can sell our products. Therefore the government must encourage the people to consume
more locally-made goods. This will stimulate home production. For a small country like Singapore, the
home market is very small. In order to expand our industries, we should try and acquire the international
market. With more exports, we can produce and invest more and hence can employ more workers. The
most effective way of increasing demand of labour is to increase the government expenditure. This
additional amount of expenditure must be used to build roads, public utilities, public works and so on.

To ensure that the supply of labour is more adaptable to the demand, the government must set up a
labour exchange which provides information on the specific types of labour in great demand, the trend and
future prospects of the demand for labour etc. On the other hand, the educational system of a country
especially that of a developing country like Singapore ought to be geared to the needs of the country. For
instance, in an industrialised country more vocational schools and technical colleges should be set up to
train more skilled labourers to overcome the shortage of labour.

Other measures include the provision of higher unemployment benefits like subsidised travel and
housing grants for unemployed persons willing to move geographically, multi-skilled training schemes to fit
employees for more than one job and legislation compelling employers to give substantial severance pay or
compensation to dismissed workers.

In conclusion, to ensure economic stability, the problem of unemployment must be properly dealt with.

After climbing up
the hill, we felt tired. At night we were invited to see a cultural show of the Batak people. The songs they
sang were beautiful, and they performed their folk dance too. | prefer the songs to the dances. We were
also invited to dance with the Batak people.
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On 8th June we visited Parapat Secondary and Primary Schools. On 9th June we left Lake Toba
and proceeded to Brastagi. On the way we visited the Batak long houses and the Sipiso - piso Waterfall. In
the Batak King's house, we saw twelve kitchens and twelve beds of the twelve wives of the King. In those
days these houses served as a palace for the Sima lungun Kings.

In Brastagi, we went mountain climbing during the night, and that was on 10th June. The mountain
is about 2095 metres high. It was exciting climbing in the dark. At about 7.00 a.m. we reached the top of
the mountain. We rested for a while and then we proceeded to the mouth of the volcano. There were
smokes coming out from the ground. We took many photographs. At about 9.00 a.m.we started to get
down from the mountain. Although our shoes and clothes were full of mud, we did not mind as we were
thrilled to reach the top of the mountain.

On 11th June we said good-bye to Brastagi and continued our trip. After a long drive, we reached

Our present bus services are awful. Some of the bus conductors are rude and not helpful to the
passengers. This may be one of the reasons why people do not like to travel by bus. The infrequency and
irregular bus trips may be another reason. At the same time the buses often break down on the road. If1
became the Minister of Communications, | would improve the bus services by putting more new buses on
the road. The bus drivers and conductors would have to attend a courtesy course. They must be
inculcated with a sense of social responsibility.

To restrict the flow of traffic into the city area during the peak hours, the “’Area Licensing Scheme”
has been implemented. Under the Scheme, you will be fined if you drive your car into the city area
without an area licence. Only cars carrying four passengers are exempted. In my opinion, it is not a very
good plan because during the restricted hours, the roads in the city would surely be free of traffic
congestion, but after the restricted hour, the cars still rush into the city area.

If | were the Minister of Communications, | would scrap the Area Licensing Scheme and embark on
the “Mass Rapid Transit” system without delay because it is the only long term solution to the problem of
traffic congestion in our city.

If my parents cannot afford my university education, | will look for a job first. | must earn a living for
myself and help support my family. At the same time ! will save up money for my further studies. When
I have saved enough money, perhaps after a few years, ! will stop working and join the university.

| have every chance to further my studies because my parents have already given their consent. But
whether | can join the university depends on the financial position of my family,my standard of English
and, of course, my results of the Singapore Cambridge G.C.E. “A’’ Level (Chinese) Examination. | have to
make sure that | pass the Oral English Test and the EL2 written Examination Paper. The number of
places in the university is limited. Therefore | have also to worry about the number of competitors who

DURING MY LAST SCHOOL «“QL'DAYS

neighbouring country, Indonesia. We went there by plane. We had planned the trip one year ahead.

The tour was not only impressive but also instructive. We knew that the area of Indonesia is
extensive and to tour the whole country would take a long time and also cost a lot of money, so we
planned the itinerary carefully. We decided to visit Java first because the transport was more convenient
than that on the other islands.

On the first day of our trip, we arrived at Jakarta, the capital of Indonesia. We spent only three days
in the city because the cost was too expensive. We had learnt from the newspaper that Jakarta is one of
the most expensive towns to visit in the world. We would have enjoyed our stay there more if we had had
more money. Anyway, we enjoyed our short stay. There are more places of entertainment there than
there are in Singapore, and the floor shows in the nite-clubs and the cinemas are not subjected to strict
censorship like those in Singapore. But the robbers and thieves are very active. Most of their victims are
foreign visitors. The life of the people is not much different from ours, but the class status between the
rich and the poor is too far apart.
